This collegial church is now the Cathedral. Theeapgh
its three side chapels and the lower part of thee tw
transepts are Romanesque. These elements reséodze
at Moirac, Souilhac, Solignac and Cahors. The eéntr
chapel has a line of small blind arches arounddpef
the wall. All three chapels have modillons and ¢hae
more around the apse. Above these the walls haam be
raised to create a defensive area. There are aarwhb
capitals with interlacings and foliage. Amongst the
modillons is a bull's head a horn blower, a man
symbolizing greed and the heads of animals and tams
The modillions look as if they are XIX or XXc
replacements but the capitals are original. Intheechoir
and side chapels have capitals. All are paintedyTh
depict Christ and Mary and foliage. On the Norttesof
the church are the remains of the Chapter Houdefimi¢
columns and capitals. These depict the Nativity,Ehght
to Egypt and the Magi as well as a siren and aacent

The nave was rebuilt in brick with two side aisleshe

This is an isolated little chapel with a smallt #ded
apse, a bell wall over the West end and a single;rthe
bhave has been extensively rebuilt above the 2.5emet
level. There are two small, original windows on Mharth
wall.

This is a very attractive, plain church up aboweutlage.
It has a single nave, South transept and a rouapieel. It
is almost without decoration except for a lineail de
boeuf high on the apse wall.

This church is in a hamlet. It is of Xlllc origirubin
Romanesque style. The apse resembles that of tinelch
at Cuzorn, St Front sur Lemance and Blanquefort sur
Briolance: it has a line of very small ‘oeil de lnfe
around the top of the apse wall. The nave appedraue
been rebuilt, as does the square tower that istbeer
crossing.

This was a Xllc priory church. It has a large sengave, a
cupola over the crossing, a rounded choir and aded
side chapel. The West facade is less elaboratethiaguat

This was a Xlc Benedictine abbey. It is of impreesize
and quality. There is a broad, high nave with twie s
aisles divided by huge pillars, many with fine calsi.
The choir is long and rounded and there are twe sid
chapels off the transepts. The West facade happexd
central door between two columns that are topped by
capitals. Above is a large decorated window. Toside
of the door are pairs of small blind arches witargher
decorated window above. The apse and side chapeds
engaged columns topped by fine capitals and aoline
interesting modillons. Over the crossing is a capni
trompes with a ‘pineapple’ dome. Over the Westisral
small, ugly bell wall.

Of Xlic origin and a Benedictine foundation, orihe
crossing and two small side chapels remain frorh tha
period.

Probably of Xic origin, this church appears to hhad
three aisles that ended in two rounded chapelsarubir.
The side aisles have gone and the two side chhpets
been sealed on their West side. The apse haditall b
arches and incorporated columns. It is in needabm
repairs (2004).

This is a Xllc church with a rounded apse and glsin
nave. The apse has Xllc windows that have beerkétbc
up and a large, central Gothic window. There imalk
bell wall over the West end. The South door has an
unusual two-lobed arch separated by a pair oftinieed
snakes. There are fine, but worn capitals eachddithes
door; they depict animals and foliage. Inside agitals
that are inspired by those at Ste Ferme.

Over the choir and crossgg i
fortified area that dates from the XIVc or latehere is
also an ugly tower from that period. There are ddts
scaffolding holes on the apse and north wall ofrthee.
The church also has similarities with that at Séeve sur
Lemance.

This is a former Benedictine abbey that was oncg ve
grand; the church and cloisters are now largelyedi Of
the church all that remains is the South chapelicagéed
to St Benoit, the fine restored tower above ityaets of
the North side chapel and two bays of what had laeen
long choir. The remainder was destroyed after the
Revolution. In the South chapel are two worn cégpid
lions and birds. Above the door is an inscriptiathvthe
date of 1098 (5 January).

Of Xlic origin, little remains from the original cinch. It
has a flat ended apse, two transept arms thaf ar&ater
period and a XIXc porch and spire.

In a small hamlet, this chapel is of late Xllc anigThere
is a plain West door below a bell wall. There srayle
nave with a small window high on one side. The apse
rounded. The whole chapel is built of small, even
stonework.

This is a small Xllc church. There is a single newth a
door on the South side. At the West end is a hegeal
pillar above which is a XIVc fortified tower. Theaf is
barrel vaulted, the West bay being of brick andplay
XIVc or later. The choir is narrower and roundedhwi
eight bays; each is divided by a column topped by a
capital with foliage. Inside are many tacheronsx Iz, 25,
E, T, t, inverted A, Y like symbol x 3, an arrowdcha
scroll x 3.

whose outline is still visible. There are porchsbes’ over
the South door and on the West fagade above a small
blocked door.

These are sculptured, two with foliage
with winged griffons and one with a pair of slinpright
animals.

Most of the church dates from the Xllc. It is pbdsithat
it was built for the Knights Templar. It has a dengave.
The West facade is Gothic. There are two bays en th
outer South wall. The choir is rounded with thriele s
arches each side. There are columns and capittile in
nave and choir; most of the capitals depict pabus,
there are two with monsters. There is a blockediSou
door which is stepped with worn sculptures. Onapege is
graffiti: a dog below a small central window; tlhigs
small columns with worn capitals. There is at |t
tacheron in the choir, on the North side, of a lkcro

The ruins of this early Xlic church lie in a cemgto the
South of the bourg. Only the outer walls of theichad
fragments of the nave remain. The choir has twielwvel
arches separated by columns topped by very firslyed
capitals; many are mutilated. At the entrance ¢octmoir
are two taller columns topped by capitals with
interlacings. The other capitals include depictiohthe
Garden of Eden, monsters, a centaur, the Magi, the
Presentation at the Temple, Christ amidst sheep,
shepherds and Hell. There are traces of frescoto#ndf
tacherons including: E x 10, X x 15, a double X, a2
‘flag’ x 1 two forms of double triangle and a halilice
symbol. There is a bell wall over the West end.
